Short exhibition with fine discoveries
Touring exhibition: Lennart Holmbom, Ninni Wallin, Helge Håkansson, Bernt Carlsson.

No, the exhibition is not on tour, even if it would be worth being so. The title refers to the organizers´ own tours which have lead to contacts with artists in both the north and the south. Plus Motala´s own pride, Helge Håkansson, from whose artistic remains there are still paintings that seldom have been shown.
The real find was made touring Majorca where a sign outside Palma, Andratx, aroused curiosity and lead to the contact with Ninni Wallin.
Nothing remarkable

She is born in Linköping and has studied sociology, psychology and pedagogics and has worked as a school psychologist before moving to Majorca with her son. There she devoted herself entirely to artistic creativity after having studied the basics at Gerleborgsskolan in Stockholm.

Illness led to a revaluation of her life and today she pleases us with wonderfully spontaneous paintings in naϊvist style. Often with children as motif but also idiosyncratic animals, hens, sheep and lambs.
Impressive light

It is hard not to get swept along with her straight attitude and uncomplicated depiction of playing girls, on a bike, with skipping-ropes or in other everyday activities.

Nothing remarkable at all but depicted with such a captivating appeal that your heart just melts. The colours shine in their direct application without sophisticated nuances.

I love this painting.

Touring in the opposite direction, in upper Norrland, lead to Lennart Holmbom in Jokkmokk, a skilful and versatile painter and graphic artist using the giclée technique. He impresses with his depictions of light and the two oil paintings in classic style are exceptionally well executed.

A pictorial language of his own

Helge Håkansson was a productive artist, also popular in wider circles. Perhaps most known as a landscape and interior painter but he also devoted himself to situation studies and model painting. And there is certainly still a lot left that has not been shown to the public.
An admirer of and pupil of him is and was Bernt Carlsson in Ljungsbro, working as an art teacher. His acrylic painting is characterized by a strong individualism and he has apparently developed an image language entirely of his own outside the limits of convenance.

Here I particularly draw my attention to his paintings of women and the intricate collography "Lieutenant in love".
